       When Frank returned to Malawi in April, he was amazed at the spiritual growth within the 

people in our main church body in Blantyre.  Frank had spent six months encouraging the people 

and teaching them about who they are in Christ and that God loves them just as much as anyone in 

the west. In Malawi, the people think that God will only prosper people in the U.S. or western Eu-

rope, and that the only way that they in Malawi could prosper is if the wealthy people give to them.  

The church members took to heart the Word and encouragement Frank had spent months teaching 

them. After all his encouragement and teachings that God expects them to personally trust God for 

creative business ideas, several people in the church started new businesses, and the people are 

growing in their own knowledge and trust in the Lord.   

      Frank has also been teaching about the Holy Spirit. After preaching on the Baptism of the Holy 

Spirit one Sunday, a girl gave a testimony about how she saw Jesus on the throne at the front of the 

room, and she saw angels in each corner of the room. The Holy Spirit swept through the room as the 

people cried out to the Lord for more of Him and the Baptism of the Holy Spirit! Yes, Lord!
